Developer chooses 
Street Names 

Preliminary Plat with 
street names is 
submitted to the 
appropriate land use 
jurisdiction 

Preliminary Plat is 
transmitted to various 
agencies 

Land use jurisdiction 
asks for comments on 
Preliminary Plat 

Assessor, ACHD, 
EMS, DEQ, Fire 
District, Idaho Power, 
School District, Int. 
Gas, Central District 
Health, etc. 

Jurisdictions ensure 
that the preliminary 
plat complies with 
their rules and 
regulations and ensure 
no duplicate or sound 
a like names across the 
county 

Comments are noted 
in land use 
jurisdiction’s staff 
report 

Appropriate 
jurisdictions sign off 
on the evaluation 
sheet. These 
comments are sent to 
the land use 
jurisdiction as well as 
the project surveyor 

The street naming 
technician invites 
vested jurisdictions to 
a meeting 

The street naming 
technician reviews the 
plat for conformance 
with Title 2, Chapter 1

The decision making 
body can recommend 
changes to street 
names based on public 
comments 

The preliminary plat is 
either tabled, 
approved, approved 
with conditions or 
denied 

The public has a 
chance to comment on 
the staff report and 
preliminary plat at the 
public hearing 

After the land use 
jurisdiction finishes 
the staff report, etc., 
the preliminary plat 
goes to Public Hearing

The final plat goes to 
Public Hearing for 
signature by the 
decision making body

The street naming 
technician reviews the 
final plat to ensure that 
it complies with the 
street name evaluation 
and comments on any 
necessary changes 

The surveyor reviews 
the final plat and 
routes a copy to the 
Assessor’s Office for 
their review 

When the preliminary 
plat is approved, the 
final plat is submitted 
to Surveying with the 
evaluation sheet 

 

 
 
STREET NAME AND ADDRESS CHANGES 
 
 
 During the meeting 

(Step 2), Street Name 
issues may be 
discussed 

Public outreach and a 
public hearing will be 
held for all street name 
changes  

In accordance with 
Title 2, Chapter 1 of 
Ada County code, 
changes may be 
initiated 

The purpose of these 
discussions is to 
determine whether 
changes should be 
made per Title 2, 
Chapter 1 of Ada 
County Code 

In all instances, the 
public has a chance to 
comment on and 
appeal any change 
initiated 
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
