C. Rich advised that he was seeking a motion to adopt the tentative budget for the 

overall county pursuant to Idaho Code 31-1604.  He explained that upon adoption, the 

tentative budget would be published in the Idaho Statesman and then the Board would 

reconvene on August 11, 2015, to adopt the final budget.  He said that once the 

tentative budget is adopted, the tentative budget cannot be increased but may decrease 

if desired.  He said the tentative budget for all funds and districts identified on the 

agenda for the ensuing year is $215,566,236.
