Volunteer Area Descriptions:

Van Witness – Ride in an ACJCS van with a certified van driver (ACJCS employee).  Support driver as needed and help supervise juvenile passengers.  Free transportation to and from the event!  Note that van drivers, van witnesses, and juveniles will all stay to help with Cleanup. 

Launching/Inspection – Assist in taking kids from parking lot to boating area, and set up and distribute fishing tackle.
Setup – Stay onshore while kids are out fishing and set up tables, food areas, and weigh-in equipment.
Witness on a Boat – Go out on a boat with a boater and juvenile and serve as a witness.  You may also fish as long as you have a valid Idaho fishing license and your own fishing gear.
Awards Preparation – Assist in putting together customized participation awards for the kids.

Cookout – Assist in preparing, cooking, and serving food.
Weigh In – Involves handling fish and/or helping document fish counts, sizes and weights for Idaho Dept of Fish & Game officials.
Cleanup – Assist in post-event cleanup activities, such as collecting trash, folding tables, and loading equipment.
