INTRODUCTION:

UNFINISHED BUSINESS
ADA COUNTY BIKE PARK & PUBLIC RECREATION AREA:
Boise-Eagle received Gold-Level Ride Center status from IMBA (International Mountain Bicycling

Association) and the designation included a mention of the Bike Park and the Flow Trail as reasons for
the designation. Boise-Eagle is one of only six Gold-Level Ride Centers in the world.

Scott is continuing to work with volunteer groups. Three weeks ago Scott met with a local high school
racing teams. They cleaned glass and trash from Junkyard trail.

Eagle City has approved the names the trails; Roll, Huck and Weekend ant Bermy’s. We will
incorporate the names into the map.

IDAHO FOUNDATION FOR PARKS AND LANDS PROPERTY:
We are continuing to work on the easement before the bio solids can be removed. There is a design
workshop scheduled for September 24™.

GREENBELT PATHWAYS:

We were not able to salvage the Penitentiary Canal greenbelt grant with ITD. The Board of Ada
County Commissioners sent in a letter as to why and has requested the funds already paid be
reimbursed. ITD responded with a 7 page letter. We will be talking with Bureau of Reclamation and
looking at other partners for the area.

We are developing an RFQ for the Warm Springs Mesa project. We are looking at completing this
project in the spring when the asphalt plants open up.
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We have two smaller projects with COMPASS,; the first project is the installation of pedestrian and
bike counters to collect data on cycling and pedestrian traffic. The second project is to clarify our
jurisdiction and to standardize striping, intersection signage, intersection approach and bollards for
user safety. We received $9,200 in the form of a reimbursement grant and our match is the labor to
install.

EAST COLUMBIA PLANNING STUDY - BOISE CITY:
Kyle Hemly attended the last meeting. It was a brief meeting and was the last stake holder meeting.

We have an ITD grant with approximately $40,000 remaining. The funds are for land acquisition or
easements related to the Oregon Trail. One opportunity to focus on is a trailhead; Scott will contact
Sarah Arkle with Boise City to schedule a site visit and attempt to identify a parcel or priority area for
acquisition.
