UNFINISHED BUSINESS

DOCK LIAISON PROGRAM:

Amanda Bartlett brought this before the Board of Ada County Commissioners. The Commissioners
would like this to be under the supervision of the Sheriff’s office. The new Director will prepare a
scope of this program and can bring it to the Board of Ada County Commissioners next spring.

NEW BUSINESS

FLOATING RESTROOM:

Mike Carilli reported that they were unable to work out details with Dworshak on the floating
restrooms to be refurbished. The other options are to apply for a Waterways Improvement grant (WIF)
or the Clean Water Act grant. Army Corp of Engineers (ACOE) is unable to apply for the Clean Water
grant as a Federal Agency. ACOE would be able to apply for the WIF grant but would ask Ada County
to apply for the Clean Water Act grant.

DOCK RE-DECKING PROJECT:
We have worked on fifteen docks. Seventy (70) docks need to be re-decked with composite decking.
We encountered boat issues and we have been unable to work on this project.

BOAT ISSUES:

The boat threw a rod through the long block of one of the engines. We spent a couple weeks
determining if we were going to order a new engine. We determined that we could replace the long
block; it was in the shop for 8 days.
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INTERACTIVE MAP:

We have been working with IT to link the dock inventory with the in-house interactive map. The
inventory process has slowed down due to the boat issues. The Advisory Committee has inquired
about a map for the public.

FY14 GRANT DISCUSSION:
The ACOE will be discussing the Floating restroom grant with Ada County.
